But it also means STOP signaling to your driver. 
 NO signaling is allowed under green. You may only signal and talk to your driver under yellow. Anyone caught signaling under 

green can get DQôd.  This issue was addressed after many handlers were seen signaling at the last points race. If you are judging 

or filling in as Track Director, you should monitor the hot chute for signaling and you are allowed to make a call for a DQ.
